If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its




service agent or a similarly qualified person in order to avoid a hazard.
Always cook with the lid on, the recommended time.
A short power-supply cord is to be provided to reduce the risk resulting from
becoming entangled in or tripping over a longer cord.
Longer detachable power-supply cords or extension cords are available and
may be used if care is exercised in their use.
If a Longer detachable power-supply cord or extension cord is used.
The marked electrical rating of the cord set or extension cord should
Be at least as great as the electrical rating of the appliance.
The cord should be arranged so that it will not drape over the countertop
Or tabletop where it can be pulled on by children or tripped over unintentionally.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

The removable inner pot goes safely into the dishwasher, or may be washed
in hot soapy water. Do not use abrasive cleaning compounds - a cloth,a sponge
or rubber spatula usually will be enough to remove the residual. To remove wa-
ter spots and other stains, use a nonabrasive cleaner or vinegar.

Wipe the cooking body with a soft cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners.

As with any fine ceramic, the stoneware bowl will not withstand the

shock of sudden temperature changes.

If the stoneware has been preheated or is hot, do not put it in cold foods. Do
not preheat the Slow Cooker before using unless specified in the recipe. The
stoneware should be at room temperature before adding hot foods.

To wash your stoneware right after cooking, use hot water. Do not pour
in cold water if the stoneware is hot.
